Guest speaker: Brent Reems, Saanich Chief Administrative Officer. Mr. Reems spoke on the topics we had emailed to him and took questions from the audience. Topics included the Saanich budget process, advocacy for specific projects,  the proposed change from a DCC and CAC model for funding amenities, to Amenity Cost Charges (ACCs). This model would fund infrastructure and services.  He advised engagement via HelloSaanich and attending council meetings. The Victoria/Saanich amalgamation committee report recommends full integration of the two cities with no other options on the table. The referendum question will be on the ballot in the 2026 local elections. Residents expressed concerns for the funding levels of protective services, the new system of lights on Ravine Way, lack of coordination with school board, highways and BC Transit. Also concerns for the lack of a social planner on Saanich staff and the proposed closure of Oak Street at the Tolmie project site.
